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Dear colleagues,

Since the Matignon-Oudinot Accords (1988), extended by the Nouméa Accord (1998), New
Caledonia has enjoyed a period of institutional peace based on a model of consociational
democracy aimed at organising power sharing between communities. Initially conceived as
a transitional process of decolonisation over a period of twenty years, these agreements
remain in force today, revealing the limitations and tensions inherent in this institutional
framework.

The three self-determination referendums held between 2018 and 2021 resulted in narrow
majorities in favour of remaining part of the French Republic, while highlighting a strong
correlation between community affiliations and political preferences. Far from bridging the
divides, these consultations confirmed the deeply divided nature of Caledonian society. The
violence that erupted in May 2024 following the proposed expansion of the local electorate
marked a major rupture, permanently undermining confidence in the peace process and
the prospect of a shared common destiny.

Nearly thirty years after the Nouméa Accord, several structural challenges remain: the
difficulty of building a politically united people, a system of governance complex and costly,
persistent institutional deadlock in the absence of consensus, and a deeply ambivalent
relationship with the French state. In this context, Kanaky and/or New Caledonia faces two
central challenges, common to many so-called ‘deeply divided’ societies: an internal
challenge of overcoming community divisions and an external challenge of redefining the
relationship with the guardian power and the question of sovereignty.

This workshop aims to examine, from a comparative perspective, the possible trajectories
of post-conflict governance and sustainable conflict resolution. In particular, it will discuss
the relevance and limitations of consociational arrangements, consider the conditions for a
possible return to forms of majority democracy, and examine the lessons learned from
other comparable contexts. This workshop will bring together international speakers who
are specialists in comparative law and power sharing in divided societies (Northern Ireland,
Bosnia-Herzegovina and Mindanao in the Philippines in particular). The aim is to foster
collective academic reflection on the political, legal and social conditions for a viable
institutional and societal future for New Caledonia.

Chéres et chers collégues,

Depuis les accords de Matignon-Oudinot (1988), prolongés par laccord de Nouméa (1998), la
Nouvelle-Calédonie a connu une période de paix institutionnelle fondée sur un modele de
démocratie consociative visant a organiser le partage du pouvoir entre communautés.

1. “Can you give me an example of a successful power-sharing system?” Measuring
power-sharing performance
Allison McCulloch and Valentino Grbavac, Brandon University

Power-sharing is not only a leading form of conflict resolution employed in the world today,
but also one of political science’s most enduring — and hotly contested - theories.
Policymakers keep asking theorists the perennial question of what a successful
power-sharing system looks like. While the empirical record is highly variable, the crux of
the matter is that different scholars use different measurements to assess performance,
with the field characterized by moving goal posts and shifting metrics. Some theorists
maintain it is either power-sharing democracy ‘or no democracy at all’ while others argue
that power-sharing entrenches divisions, rewards corruption, and immobilizes
decision-making. Some scholars see the absence of violence as a success, while others
argue that only when power-sharing delivers robust public goods and services, eliminates
corruption, fosters an active legislative agenda, and restores community relations can it be
deemed a success. What, then, constitutes ‘successful’ power-sharing? How do these
different measures compare against what power-sharing claims to be able to deliver? And
what are they compared against? In this policy brief we offer lessons on how to define and
measure success for both power-sharing democracies in general and for Kanaky and/or
New Caledonia in particular, examining the success of power-sharing in delivering peace,
good governance, and reconciliation in deeply divided societies. We focus on the roles of
decolonization, institutional design, mediation, and citizen inclusion in the case of Kanaky
and/or New Caledonia, where these issues are still vigorously contested.

2. Power-sharing and “legitimate representation”: perceptions of inclusivity and
exclusivity of the 2020 Mostar agreement
Yui Uesugi, Marikat Katayanagi & Catrice Zhao

Interviews, focus groups discussion, and power mapping exercise in Mostar, Bosnia and
Herzegovina reveal gaps in perceptions of the 2020 Mostar Agreement’s inclusivity. While
acknowledging the value of local initiatives behind this agreement, we recommend
reconsidering the meaning of representation and broadening consultations, and utilizing
power mapping as a practical tool to support these efforts.
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3. Lecture introductive de la situation politique en Nouvelle-Calédonie

Le soulevement du 13 mai 2024 en Kanaky-Nouvelle-Calédonie a révélé les fragilités d'un
ordre institutionnel issu des accords de Matignon et de Nouméa, longtemps présenté
comme stabilisé. Le projet d'accord signé a Bougival en juillet 2025, rapidement rejeté par le
FLNKS, n'a pas clos le cycle politique ouvert par ces accords, mais a mis au jour un
imbroglio institutionnel et mémoriel fondé sur des registres de légitimité concurrents et des
cadres juridiques divergents, entre droit constitutionnel interne et normativité internationale
de la décolonisation. L'épuisement du récit du « destin commun » a révélé loccultation de la
question de lindépendance et la persistance dinégalités structurelles. Dans ce contexte, la
primauté accordée par UEtat au principe majoritaire tend a réactiver, au sein d'une société
profondément divisée, la tension au détriment de lébauche de consociativisme portée par
laccord de Nouméa.

The uprising of 13 May 2024 in Kanaky—New Caledonia revealed the fragility of an
institutional order resulting from the Matignon and Nouméa Accords, long presented as
stable. The draft agreement signed in Bougival in July 2025, which was quickly rejected by
the FLNKS, did not close the political cycle opened by these agreements, but brought to light
an institutional and historical imbroglio, based on competing claims to legitimacy and
divergent legal frameworks between domestic constitutional law and international
decolonisation norms. The exhaustion of the narrative of a “shared destiny” revealed the
concealment of the issue of independence and the persistence of structural inequalities. In
this context, the primacy given by the State to the majority principle tends to reactivate
tensions within a deeply divided society, to the detriment of the consociationalism outlined in
the Noumeéa Accord.
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4. Préférences communautaires et possibles convergences : les zones de compromis
en Nouvelle-Calédonie
Anthony Tutugoro, Université de la Nouvelle-Calédonie

Cette communication s'appuiera sur les résultats inédits dune enquéte quantitative conduite
en Nouvelle-Calédonie entre ao(t et octobre 2025 aupres d'un échantillon représentatif de
la population électorale.

Ces résultats confirment lexistence d'une structuration fortement communautaire des
comportements électoraux. Les préférences des répondants apparaissent largement
indexées sur des appartenances communautaires et des trajectoires historiques
différenciées, témoignant de la persistance de clivages profonds autour des enjeux de
souveraineté. Ces dynamiques confirment la catégorisation de la Nouvelle-Calédonie
comme une « société profondément divisée », dans laquelle les préférences politiques
s'agregent prioritairement selon des logiques de groupe, au détriment de clivages
idéologiques classiques.

Toutefois, une analyse plus approfondie des données collectées révele des configurations
plus nuancées. Au-dela de la polarisation apparente, lenquéte fait émerger des zones de
compromis possibles ou pourraient émerger des formes de convergence des aspirations
politiques des répondants, indépendamment de leur communauté d'appartenance. Certains
compromis politiques, longtemps considérés comme inaccessibles dans le débat public,
apparaissent désormais envisageables pour une part significative des personnes
enquétées. Ces dispositions au compromis portent notamment sur les modalités
institutionnelles de 'autonomie politique, sur une avancée de larchipel vers le rang d’Etat,
sur une évolution des contours du corps électoral ainsi que sur les dispositifs de
reconnaissance des identités en présence.

Cette communication vise a rendre compte de la tension entre la persistance des clivages
communautaires et lémergence de nouvelles marges de négociation politique susceptibles
de reconfigurer les conditions du compromis en Nouvelle-Calédonie.
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5. « Déterminants des préférences institutionnelles et électorales en
Nouvelle-Calédonie : une analyse économétrique exploratoire »
Samuel Gorohouna, Université de la Nouvelle-Calédonie

Cette présentation propose une analyse économétrique exploratoire des préférences
institutionnelles et électorales en Nouvelle-Calédonie a partir de lenquéte réalisée dans le
cadre de UANR Inclusive Peace. L'objectif est de mettre en évidence les facteurs
socio-démographiques associés aux positions relatives au corps électoral ou aux statuts
institutionnels. Les résultats font apparaitre des différenciations selon lage, le sexe, le
niveau de diplédme, la catégorie socioprofessionnelle, ou la zone de résidence.

How do voters think about political representation in post-conflict settings? While most
research focuses on citizen preferences in relatively peaceful contexts, we examine this
question in the aftermath of violent conflict in New Caledonia. Using data from a survey
embedding a conjoint experiment, we analyse the extent to which voters balance the root
cause of the conflict (the colonial legacy), programmatic priorities, and candidate
characteristics. By comparing the preferences of the Kanak community with those of
metropolitan citizens, we identify key overlaps and differences. This study bridges the
literature on conflict with that of political representation.
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7. Who supports and influences Peace? Mapping the power dynamics of forging peace
in Bangsamoro, Philippines

Societies transitioning from conflict to peace must navigate a complex, contentious process
of forging a power-sharing arrangement. However, in most cases, this arrangement is
negotiated only among political elites, leaving the perspectives of ordinary citizens at the
margins. This presents a problem during the implementation of a peace agreement, as
citizens feel discontent and disenfranchised from the process. Power-sharing, not only
between elites but also between elites and citizens, therefore, is crucial in ensuring the
sustainability and ownership of peace. This study builds on previous research
demonstrating the importance of power-sharing in peace agreements using the case of the
2014 Comprehensive Agreement on Bangsamoro (CAB) in the Philippines between the
Philippine government and the Moro Islamic Liberation Front (MILF), which long demanded
self-determination from the central government. Following the CAB, the Bangsamoro
Organic Law was adopted, officially establishing the Bangsamoro Autonomous Region in
Muslim Mindanao (BARMM).

Power-sharing is central to the agreement and the subsequent establishment of the
autonomous government in Bangsamoro. CAB contains an annex that specifies the
power-sharing arrangement between the central government and the Bangsamoro
government, including intergovernmental relations, governance structures, and the
delineation of powers. We employ a power-mapping exercise during semi-structured
interviews with facilitators, political elites, and civil society organizations to identify the
actors and their level of influence and support for the CAB. The interviews reveal the drivers
of power-sharing, the problems behind its implementation, its role in conflict resolution, the
extent of its inclusivity, and the various conceptualizations of power. While the results
confirm CAB as generally inclusive of non-elite actors, we offer a fine-grained analysis of
whose voices/opinions are influential and supportive of the peace agreement. Our results
show that some political clans that opposed the agreement were able to influence its
design. On the other hand, local epistemic actors, such as universities, Islamic scholars, and
community organizations, were supportive but not influential. With these findings, this study
aims to inform policies that can effectively navigate the power dynamics of forging peace
and ensure inclusive and equitable sharing of the benefits envisioned in peace agreements.

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8. Gender, power-sharing, and the ‘long negotiation’
Allison McCulloch, Brandon University

Inclusive peace mediation is characterized by support for two contrasting norms:
power-sharing as a governance model for ethnic inclusion, and the women, peace, and
security (WPS) agenda, which calls for greater representation of women and gender
perspectives. Peace negotiations and constitutional talks are frequently positioned as a
‘window of opportunity for advancing women’s rights and improving their political
representation in divided places. The WPS agenda affirms this perspective and mandates
the participation of women and the adoption of a gender perspective at all levels of
decision-making.

Power-sharing remains one of the most popular forms of governance to be adopted in
peace talks, but its gender implications remain understudied. Power-sharing governance is
highly volatile - subject to periods of immobilism, brinkmanship, and sometimes even
extended periods without a government in place. For this reason, power-sharing is often
characterized as a ‘long negotiation’”: a crisis grinds government work to a halt with the
different parties at loggerheads, ad hoc high level all-parties talks are convened,
concessions are made, and governing resumes — until the next crisis begins the process all
over again. What impact does power-sharing’s predilection for crisis have for women?
Drawing insights from cases such as Northern Ireland, Lebanon, and Bosnia and
Herzegovina and what they offer for New Caledonia, this brief details how under the ‘long
negotiation’ what was gained in previous settlements can be lost and how what was missed
out on in earlier iterations can still be gained. Even when rights are won or promises are
made, each new negotiation and agreement can still portend the possibility of failure or
rollback. Yet, such moments can also be harnesses to reopen the window of opportunity
and secure new gender commitments. The story of the long negotiation is both one of
promise and peril for inclusive politics.
